WAYNESVILLE, NC  DRIVE
(note: 1st leg of trip lasts about 2 hours with no stops – hint – full tank and empty bladder!)

Starting at Exit 37 on I-26 (Erwin area), travel east toward Asheville. After 5.7miles, exit onto Hwy 352. At end of exit, go left and then right. After 6.2 miles, the road forks – stay right on 352.

 After 18.2 miles, take a left on 208 toward Marshall. After 3.4 miles, go right on routes 25/70 to Hot Springs. A stop here is possible depending upon number of cars and available parking – no facilities here.

Stay on 209 through Hot Springs. At the Spring Creek sign, bear left on 209. After 14 miles, come to JC 63. Stay on 209. May rest here. After 10 miles, we come to a stop sign. Stay left on 209 to Waynesville (stay close).

After about 8 miles we cross I-40. After the traffic light and about 12 miles, we take 23/74. Stay on 23 toward Waynesville until Exit 102 (Waynesville). In Waynesville, we will continue just past the Welcome Center. Turn right at the light and go past the Post Office (big gray bldg.). Turn down Depot St. to a parking garage (free).

Here we separate and eat at the place of your choice. There are several cafes on the street or we can backtrack toward our exit point where there are several fast food places and seafood restaurants. After eating, we can tour the town on foot or whatever you would like.

Return trip begins at exit point and take 23/74 toward Asheville, pick up I-40 East to I-26. Note: on I-26, stay left to hit the turn/exit toward Johnson City.
